Upon completion of the programme, students will be
awarded two degrees, namely a Bachelor of Arts (Honours) in Creative Arts and
Culture [BA(CAC)] degree and a Bachelor of Education (Honours) (Visual Arts)
[BEd(VA)] degree. Graduates will become competent art teachers in Hong Kong
and possess the ability to work in a broad range of positions such as curators for
art museums and galleries; administrators of arts-and-cultural related organisations;
researchers in cultural studies; professional artists and designers; and arts
educators.
