Design studios look at diverse contemporary issues relevant to Hong Kong and the
world and are structured by thematic platforms that introduce students to a range of
methodologies and approaches to the territorial, social, technological, urban and
environmental issues that address architecture as a cultural discipline.

The BA(AS) programme offers numerous opportunities for knowledge exchange
and international experience, such as semester exchanges with leading
international schools of architecture, study trips to foundational sites of architecture
and urbanism, and hands-on experience through summer field studies workshops.
Courses in the programme are offered in the areas of Architectural Design, History
and Theory of Architecture, Technology, and Visual Communication.

Short Description The BSc in Surveying is the first fully integrated undergraduate surveying

programme worldwide and as such has led the way in surveying education. It
covers the full spectrum of real estate and construction businesses, including, for
example, real estate development, construction project management, real estate
finance and investment, facility management, urban planning, conservation, and
urban renewal. A significant difference between this programme and more
conventional ones is the greater emphasis on a comprehensive academic
underpinning and perspective required by all real estate and construction
professionals.

The BSc(Surveying) programme promotes interdisciplinary learning. Our students
undertake studies in the economic, law, management, technology and innovation,
conservation, and research aspects of the entire land development cycle. The
programme has two major components: lecture courses and surveying studios. The
lecture courses define the academic core of the programme whilst the studios
provide an environment within which the interdisciplinary nature of the programme
can be more fully explored and boundaries tested through the extensive use of
real-life case studies and student-centred project work.

The BSc(Surveying) programme allows students in their third year of study to take
a credit bearing course, Professional Practice, which requires students to gain
professional experience during their internship in companies within the real estate
and construction sector. In addition, under normal circumstances, around 70% of
our students would participate in a semester-long exchange programme, visiting
universities all around the world and exchanging knowledge and practices. Since
credits taken in the exchange programme can be transferred, students who
participate in overseas exchange can graduate as scheduled. All these provide
experiential learning platforms for students to enhance their personal, academic
and professional development.

The Bachelor of Arts in Urban Studies [BA(US)] is an interdisciplinary, studio-based
and professionally-oriented programme offered by the Department of Urban
Planning and Design. It is designed to equip you with a wide range of knowledge
about cities and city systems that provides an essential basis for a variety of urban
professions.

Our programme therefore places a strong emphasis on understanding the
dynamics of cities and systems of cities, as well as the way public policy, urban
management and design interventions interact positively and negatively with the
spontaneous social and economic processes that make up city life. We place
importance on research, applied statistical analysis, observation and
communication, and introduce you to theories and methods, design thinking and
design skills during the four years of study. Through integrated problem-based
learning, you will analyse urban problems from multiple perspectives and propose
appropriate policy, regulatory, design and other interventions. Upon graduation,
you will acquire skills in spatial analysis that allow you to investigate the urban
economy, society and environment, and become an expert in understanding how
land, property development, government policy and laws shape cities.

The BA(US) curriculum is aligned to prepare students to become professional
surveyors in the planning and development stream of the surveying profession, and
more generally, future global urban leaders. You will apply your knowledge to
urban issues in Hong Kong and elsewhere. Overseas student exchange
programmes and professional training through internships are also strongly
encouraged in the programme.

Our BA(US) graduates may go on to become professional urban planners after
pursuing our Master of Science in Urban Planning, Hong Kong'’s only professional
postgraduate degree programme in planning accredited by the Hong Kong Institute
of Planners (HKIP) and the Royal Town Planning Institute (RTPI). You can also
continue your studies in other professional postgraduate programmes in urban
analytics, urban design, housing management, transport policy and planning,
landscape architecture, conservation, environment and real estate, at HKU or other
local/overseas universities.

The four-year Bachelor of Arts (BA) programme offers you an opportunity to
explore and enhance your knowledge and experience in the scope of arts and
humanities.

The intensive accounting training enables BBA(ADA) students to
distinguish themselves from students of the other data analytics/STEM
programmes. Students will be equipped with comprehensive accounting and
business knowledge that prepares them to obtain professional qualifications in
accounting. They will also acquire computer programming and data analytics skills
to meet the needs of the accounting and business professions in today’s digital
transformation economy.

The BBA(Acc&Fin) programme is accredited by the Hong Kong Institute of Certified
Public Accountants (HKICPA), the Association of Chartered Certified Accountants
(ACCA), and the CPA Australia. These accreditations enable our graduates to
obtain exemptions from certain papers of the professional qualification
examinations conducted by the respective professional accounting accreditation
bodies.

Throughout the programme, the emphasis is on experiential real-world learning. All
students will complete at least one summer internship at a media publication or
other communications-focused organization. Students also can spend a semester
abroad at one of six top overseas journalism schools or one of HKU’s partner
institutions.

A diverse faculty and student body ensures a lively learning environment that feeds
students’ curiosity about the world. Current faculty members of HKU’s Journalism &
Media Studies Centre (JMSC) hail from North America, Europe, Asia, and
Australia, while more than two dozen nationalities are represented among current
students and recent graduates. Class size is kept small, to foster classroom
discussion as well as the family feeling that makes the JMSC a very special place
at HKU.

The Bachelor of Science in Quantitative Finance [BSc(QFin)] is a premium finance
programme. Built on a solid foundation in economics and finance, the BSc(QFin)
programme equips students with the essential quant skills, such as mathematics,
statistics, and programming, that are required in more advanced and sophisticated
analyses, such as valuation models of structured products, risk management,
simulation and data analysis, financial engineering, and quantitative trading.

The programme goes beyond merely equipping students with quant skills. More
importantly, it stresses on combining these skills with an understanding of the
financial markets, the macro environment, and the practical situations where
financial managers work. To this end, the curriculum offers a balanced mix of quant
and business courses.

In the first two years students take basic finance courses such as accounting,
corporate finance, macroeconomics, derivatives, and portfolio management.
